Each table should have a concise title placed above the table, explaining its content without needing to refer to the main text. Use 8 points Times Roman to label tables and figures. Inline equations should be formatted to blend seamlessly within the text, while displayed equations should be centered on the line for clarity. All variables, constants, and parameters should be defined upon first use, and units should be consistent and included where applicable. Start by using the equation editor to create the equation. Then select the “Equation” markup style. Press the tab key and write the equation number in parentheses. Use standard equation editing tools and ensure that equations are free from formatting errors that may arise during the conversion to PDF or other formats used in peer review and publication.

General Guidelines

1. Manuscript Structure: Follow the structured format: Title, Author(s) information, Abstract, Keywords, Introduction, Literature Review, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion, Acknowledgement, Conflict of Interest, References, Figures, Tables, and Equations.
2. Title and Author Information: The title should be in 14pt Times New Roman, bold, centered. Author names are in 12pt Times New Roman, centered. Include affiliation and email address in 12pt Times New Roman, italic, centered.
3. Abstract: Provide a concise summary (150-200 words) covering the research purpose, methodology, key findings, and conclusions. Use clear, direct language to highlight the study's relevance.
4. Keywords: List 5 keywords that accurately reflect the main topics of the research to improve discoverability.
5. Introduction: Describe the research background, problem statement, significance, objectives, and outline the manuscript structure.
6. Literature Review: Present a synthesized overview of relevant literature, highlighting gaps or inconsistencies that your study addresses.
7. Materials and Methods: Detail the study design, data collection, and analysis methods. Include descriptions of any software or statistical tools used. Ensure enough detail for replication.
8. Results: Report findings objectively, using tables, figures, and charts as necessary, without interpretation.
9. Discussion: Interpret the results, link them to the research objectives, discuss implications, and address limitations. Suggest areas for future research.
